
TO SAVE SINNERS, FOR THE CONVERSION OF RUSSIA,
TO OBTAIN WORLD PEACE, OUR LADY SAID, “GOD
WISHES TO ESTABLISH IN THE WORLD DEVOTION TO
MY IMMACULATE HEART.”

SHE ASKED FOR: PRAYER, SACRIFICE, REPARATION,
AND CONSECRATION. TO FULFILL HER REQUESTS,
DO THE FOLLOWING:

PRAYER: Pray the Rosary daily, while meditating on its mysteries.

SACRIFICE: Make a willing sacrifice of the effort your
DAILY DUTY requires as you keep God’s law.

MAKE THE MORNING OFFERING: O Jesus, through the
Immaculate Heart of Mary, I offer You all my prayers,
works, joys, and suffering of this day for all the
intentions of Your Sacred Heart in union with the holy
Sacrifice of the Mass throughout the world, in reparation
for my sins, for the intentions of all our associates, and in
particular, for the intentions of the Holy Father.

REPARATION: When making a sacrifice, say the prayer
Our Lady taught the three children, “Jesus, it is for love of
You, for the conversion of sinners, and in reparation for the
sins committed against the Immaculate Heart of Mary”

CONSECRATION TO HER IMMACULATE HEART:
Say every day with all your heart, “ I am all yours, my
Queen and my Mother, and all that I have is yours.”

Wear the brown scapular, as a sign of your personal consecration.

MAKE THE FIVE FIRST SATURDAYS: On the First
Saturday of 5 consecutive
months, with the intention of
making reparation to the
Immaculate Heart of Mary,
receive Holy Communion, go
to Confession, (within 8 days),
pray the Rosary, and keep Our
Lady company for 15 minutes,
while meditating on the
mysteries of the Rosary.

“The message of Fatima is basically the living of one’s consecration to Mary’s Immaculate Heart.
Essential to this is Eucharistic Reparation... I pray that this leaflet which summarizes

the Fatima message will inspire all to live it and study the message more fully.

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How to Say The Rosary
Make the Sign of the Cross: In the Name of the Father and of
the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

(1) While holding the Crucifix in the hand, recite the
Apostles’ Creed.

THE APOSTLES’ CREED

IBELIEVE in God, the Father Almighty, Creator of
Heaven and earth; and in Jesus Christ, His only Son,

our Lord; Who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of
the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was
crucified, died, and was buried. He descended into hell;
the third day He arose again from the dead; He ascended
into Heaven, sitteth at the right  hand of God, the Father
Almighty; from thence He shall come to judge the living
and the dead. I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy Catholic
Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins,
the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting.  Amen.

(2) On the first large bead, recite the Our Father.

OUR FATHER

OUR FATHER, Who art in heaven, hallowed be Thy
name. Thy kingdom come; Thy will be done on

earth, as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread;
and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who
trespass against us. And lead us not into temptation; but
deliver us from evil.  Amen.

(3) On the three small beads recite the Hail Mary for an
increase of faith, hope and charity.

HAIL MARY

HAIL MARY, full of grace, the Lord is with thee,
blessed art thou among women, and blessed is the

fruit of thy womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God,
pray for us sinners, now and at the hour of our death.
Amen.

(4) Recite the Glory be to the Father.

GLORY BE TO THE FATHER

GLORY be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the
Holy Spirit. As it was in the beginning, is now, and

ever shall be, world without end.  Amen.

(5) Call to mind the first Mystery and reflect upon it; then
recite on the same large bead the Our Father.

(6) On the ten small beads, recite the Hail Mary, keeping in
mind the mystery.

(7) Recite the Glory be to the Father.

Each of the following decades continue as in the first: Recall
the Mystery, then say the Our Father, the ten Hail Marys and
the Glory be to the Father.

(8) AFTER each decade Our Lady taught the children to
say the following prayer:

 FATIMA PRAYER

“O JESUS, forgive us our sins, save us from the
fires of Hell; lead all souls to Heaven, especially

those who are most in need of Your mercy.”

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The Lady of The Rosary
During World War I, on May 13, 1917, a beautiful Lady, who said she came from Heaven, appeared in the first of six apparitions to three
shepherd children, Jacinta, Francisco, and Lucia, in Fatima, Portugal. She came to give the world a message of hope in God’s “Grace and
Mercy.” She said... “Wars are punishments for sins of the world”... and “many souls go to Hell for not having someone to pray and make
sacrifices for them.” She said that men must amend their lives if peace is to be granted to mankind. She warned that a more terrible war
would occur, (World War II), and Russia would spread her errors throughout the world provoking wars and persecutions. She had promised
that on her sixth appearance there would be a miracle so that everyone would believe. Secular newspapers from around the world reported
that; while 70,000 people stood in the pouring rain, what appeared to be the sun suddenly came out, whirled madly like a pinwheel,
casting all shades of color on land and people. It then plunged three separate times directly over the astonished crowd, many of whom
threw themselves on their knees pleading God’s mercy. After about twelve minutes of this phenomenon, the sun returned to its natural
place and appearance in a clear sky. The people were completely dry, as well as the ground around them. During this miracle, the beautiful
Lady identified herself. “I AM THE LADY OF THE ROSARY.” She then repeated her requests for Prayer, Sacrifices, Reparation, and
Consecration. “In the end,” Our Lady promised, “My Immaculate Heart will triumph, the Holy Father will consecrate Russia to me, she
will be converted, and a period of peace will be granted to the world...” Not enough people have heard or understood her requests. YOUR
RESPONSE TO THE REQUESTS OF THE MOTHER OF GOD IS NEEDED TO FULFILL THAT PROMISE.

Angels Prayers Taught to the Children at Fatima
One year before our Lady’s apparitions, an Angel appeared to the children three times to prepare them for what Our Lady would
have them do, and taught them two prayers. On his first visit he told them to pray the following prayer three times:

“OH MY GOD, I BELIEVE, I ADORE, I TRUST, AND I LOVE YOU. I BEG
PARDON FOR THOSE WHO DO NOT BELIEVE, DO NOT ADORE DO NOT
TRUST, AND DO NOT LOVE YOU.”

The second time he asked them to offer everything they did as a sacrifice of reparation for sins by
which God is offended and for the conversion of poor sinners. During the third visit the Angel
appeared with a golden chalice with the Sacred Host above it. The Angel prostrated himself on the
ground and prayed this prayer three times:

“O MOST HOLY TRINITY, FATHER, SON, AND HOLY SPIRIT, I ADORE YOU
PROFOUNDLY, I OFFER YOU THE MOST PRECIOUS BODY, BLOOD, SOUL AND
DIVINITY OF JESUS CHRIST, PRESENT IN ALL THE TABERNACLES OF THE
WORLD, IN REPARATION FOR THE OUTRAGES, SACRILEGES AND
INDIFFERENCE BY WHICH HE IS OFFENDED. BY THE INFINITE MERITS OF THE
SACRED HEART OF JESUS, AND THE IMMACULATE HEART OF MARY, I BEG THE
CONVERSION OF POOR SINNERS.”

The following prayer was formed in the children’s hearts during the first apparition of Our Lady:

“MOST HOLY TRINITY. I ADORE YOU! MY GOD, MY GOD, I LOVE YOU IN THE MOST BLESSED SACRAMENT.”

Act of Consecration to the Immaculate Heart of Mary
O virgin of Fatima, Mother of mercy, Queen of Heaven and earth, refuge of sinners, we consecrate ourselves to your Immaculate

Heart. TO YOU WE CONSECRATE OUR HEARTS, OUR SOULS, OUR FAMILIES, AND ALL THAT WE HAVE.
And in order that this consecration may be truly effective and lasting, we renew today the promises of our Baptism and Confirmation;

and we undertake to live as good Christians- faithful to God, the Church and the Holy Father. We desire to pray the Rosary, partake in the
Holy Eucharist, attach special importance to the First Saturday of the month and work for the conversion of sinners.

Furthermore we promise, O most holy Virgin, that we will zealously spread devotion to you, so that through our consecration to
your Immaculate Heart and through your own intercession the coming of the Kingdom of Christ in the world may be hastened. Amen.
